




RESOLUTION 3208 

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF 
WESTERN MUNICIPAL WATER DISTRICT OF RIVERSIDE 
COUNTY REGARDING ADOPTION OF A WATER SUPPLY 
ASSESSMENT FOR THE MERIDIAN WEST UPPER 
PLATEAU PROJECT 

WHEREAS, Western Municipal Water District (Western) was formed by the voters in 1954 

for the purpose of importing water supplies from the Metropolitan Water District of Southern 

California; and 

WHEREAS, Western is a public water system as defined by Water Code Section 10912 and, 

accordingly, may receive requests from time to time to prepare a water supply assessment (WSA) 

pursuant to California Water Code Section 10910 et seq., commonly referred to as California 

Senate Bill 610 (SB 610); and 

WHEREAS, the March Joint Powers Authority (March JPA), acting as a lead agency under 

the California Environmental Quality Act, recently submitted a request to Western to prepare a 

WSA for the proposed Meridian West Upper Plateau Project (the Project) located within the 

boundaries of the March JPA planning area in unincorporated Riverside County, described by 

March JPA as a 359.62-acre site consisting of 281.63 acres of developable lots and street 

infrastructure, 74.76 acres of parks and open space, 3.5 acres of public facilities, and includes the 

recordation of a conservation easement on approximately 445 acres, which conservation area 

will not be irrigated; and 

WHEREAS, Western has prepared a WSA for the proposed Project pursuant to applicable 

Water Code provisions, including Water Code Section 10910 et seq.; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of Western desires to adopt this Resolution in order to 

approve the WSA for the proposed Project. 
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 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Western Municipal 

Water District of Riverside County as follows:  

Section 1. All of the foregoing Recitals are true and correct, and the Board so finds and 

determines. The Recitals set forth above are incorporated herein and made an operative part of 

this resolution.  

Section 2. Pursuant to the requirements of Water Code Section 10910 et seq., the Board 

hereby approves the updated WSA prepared for the proposed Meridian West Upper Plateau 

Project.

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Introduction 
The purpose of this water supply assessment (WSA) is to evaluate whether the total projected 
water supplies available to Western Municipal Water District (Western) during normal, single-
dry, and multiple-dry years over the a 20-year projection are sufficient to meet the projected 
demands of the proposed Meridian West Upper Plateau Project (Project), to be located within the 
March Business Center, in addition to Western’s existing and planned future uses, including 
agricultural and manufacturing. 
 
Western currently provides water service to the developed portions of the March Business 
Center, which is included as part of Western’s existing demands. This WSA was requested by 
the lead agency for the project, March Joint Powers Authority (March JPA), and has been 
prepared in accordance with the requirements of Water Code section 10910 et seq., commonly 
referred to as California Senate Bill 610 (SB 610). 

Proposed Project – Meridian West Upper Plateau Project 
The Project site is approximately 359.62 acres, located south of Alessandro Boulevard, north of 
Grove Community Drive, and east of the Barton Street alignment, within the planning 
jurisdiction of the March Joint Powers Authority.  
 
The Project consists of approximately 281.63 acres of developable lots and street infrastructure, 
74.46 acres of parks and open space, and 3.53 acres of public facilities. The total Project includes 
the recordation of a conservation easement on approximately 445 acres. The conservation area is 
not included as part of the total water demand estimates because it is presumed to not be 
irrigated.  
 
The total estimated water demand of the Project is 382.47 acre-feet per year (AFY). The 
estimated indoor water demand is 124.33 AFY. This calculation is based on the lead agency-
provided estimate of 60 gallons per employee, per day, and multiplied by 260 working days 
annually for the estimated 2,597 employees occupying the Project area.  
 
The Project’s estimated outdoor water demand is 258.14 AFY.  The projected landscape demand 
was determined using the California Water Efficient Landscape Worksheet which uses landscape 
area (4,700,321 square-feet), irrigation method, and local evapotranspiration to determine 
efficient water use. The Estimated Total Water Use (ETWU) according to the California Water 
Efficient Landscape Worksheet is 258.14 AFY. The planned landscape is comprised mainly of 
low water-use shrubs and grasses and irrigated primarily by drip irrigation. Turfgrass irrigated by 
overhead sprinklers is planned only in portions of the park and open space land use areas. 
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The following table lists the Project’s total area and estimated landscape water demand by land 
use category:

Western staff evaluated the availability and location of existing recycled water infrastructure and 
determined it is feasible to deliver recycled water for irrigation to the proposed Project. 
However, there are recycled water delivery challenges due to elevation in some Project areas. 
Specific onsite infrastructure additions would be necessary before the full Project could receive 
recycled water. Western staff will work with the Project developer to determine the site’s 
infrastructure needs and discuss any required cost agreements going forward. 
 
While Western can meet the proposed Project’s estimated indoor and outdoor landscape water 
demands without the delivery of recycled water, considerable effort will be made to ensure this 
Project can receive recycled water for irrigation. To be conservative, the supply analysis in this 
WSA is based on the full Project receiving potable water in the unlikely instance that the Project 
does not connect to the recycled water system in the future.
